This class emphasizes critical thinking, communication, writing (particularly argumentative, expository, and analytical essays, but also other non-fiction, fiction and poetry), reading different genres including some American Literature,. Standards-based goals will be posted for each lesson/activity. Remember that each assignment adds to your grade, projects and papers can make or break your grade. SAVE ALL OF YOUR WRITING THIS YEAR! We will be revisiting past writing assignments throughout the year.

· 1-subject spiral (or composition) notebook only for use in English

	Graded Work
Daily Classroom Assignments – 5-20 points

Homework – 20-50 points

Writing Assignments/Projects – 50-500 points

Tests/Quizzes – vary

Most writing and projects will be graded according to rubrics. Students may revise some papers, or do test corrections, to improve understanding and grade.
Grades are weighted:  Homework/Classroom assnmnts: 25%; Writing/ Projects: 40%; Exams/Quizzes: 35%

	Absences: 

Let me know in advance if you know you will be absent. You are responsible for checking the makeup work notebook and basket for handouts. Missed work and Makeup work must be handed in on time, see Student handbook for more information. Long term assignments will not be accepted after due dates.

	Late/Make-up Work

· For every day a student is absent she/he has 2 days to turn in make-up assignments, take quizzes or tests.

· This does not apply to work due at the close of a grading period or for long term assignments (i.e. writing assignments, presentations, projects, etc.).  Students are expected to keep up with the class even if absent.

· Work may not be made up if absence is unexcused.

· Make-up work may be found in the class notebook by the door. 1) Check the notebook and the basket for handouts; 2) check with a classmate; 3) check with me last. (Yes, I said check with me last.)
· You must make arrangements to make up tests or quizzes. (Before/after school within two days of absence)

Students must notify teacher before an athletic absence, and she/he must be prepared to hand in work on time.


	Plagiarism
According to dictionary.com, plagiarism is “taking someone’s words or ideas as if they were your own;” this includes writing, music, visual images and ideas. It is a serious, real-world issue; it is illegal, and can lead to receiving a zero on an assignment, suspension, or expulsion from school, disqualification from National Honor Society, honor roll, or from an academic letter.
