Annotated Bibliography (DUE on Mon., April 7)
(adapted from OWL Purdue: http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/614/01/)

Bibliography: an alphabetized list of sources (books, websites, magazines, etc.) used for researching a topic. 

Annotation: a summary and/or evaluation.

Annotated bibliography: bibliographic information with a summary and/or evaluation of each of the sources. 
For your annotations you might summarize, assess, or reflect: Here are some questions to answer for each source.

· Summarize: What is the main point of this book or article? What topics are covered? If someone asked what this article/book is about, what would you say? 
· Assess: Is it a useful source? How does it compare with other sources in your bibliography? Is the information reliable? Is this source biased or objective? 

· Reflect: Was this source helpful to you? How does it help you shape your argument? How did you use this source in your research project? 
EXAMPLE:

The Purdue OWL. Purdue U Writing Lab, 2010. Web. 1 April 2012.

The Purdue OWL website defined bibliography, annotation, and annotated bibliography. In addition, the source gave me questions to think about when writing an annotated bibliography. The site has other information about how to correctly use MLA citation. I used it to get information on how to properly cite interviews and observations. It was a very helpful source for making this hand out. I believe it gives accurate and up-to-date information on how to write an annotated bibliography.


MLA Format for Citing an interview and observation:

Purdue, Pete. Personal interview. 26 Jan. 2012.
(Last name, First name. Personal interview. Date of interview.)

Andreas Fieldhouse. Observation. 26 Jan. 2012.
(Place. Observation. Date of observation.)
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�Citation of source. Use the Purdue site, citationmachine.net, or easybib.com to help if you have questions


�The “annotation” or summary of the source. No more than one paragraph
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
