		

Argument Speech Outline
Society has transformed “woman” to have a negative connotation.
Exordium (Introduction):  You throw like a girl
I. “You throw like a girl”
a. Have a boy in the class throw me a tennis ball, tell him he throws like a girl
i. Still considered insult to be called “a girl” 
1.  (
Ethos
)Don’t doubt you have heard this before, I’ve been told that, despite being a girl
a. Girls have put up with our gender being viewed as lesser for our entire lives, as have the generations before us
2. Use another example, like a video or piece of art
3. Said in To Kill A Mockingbird  
a. “I was not so sure, but Jem told me I was being a girl, that girls always imagined things, that's why other people hated them so, and if I started behaving like one I could just go off and find some to play with.” (Lee, 48)
i. Might have been published in 1960, but still relevant today
*IN FACT, gender inequality started long before the story of Scout and Jem Finch

Narration (how did we get in this situation):  When and why did being a woman become a bad thing?
I. Agriculture sets up sexism
A. Lifestyle change (Jackson)
1. Hunter Gatherers:  Women had equal role, carried young children so could only have a child every few years 
2. Farmers:  Women to create “more hands to till the fields” 

Refutation (why these counterarguments are wrong):  Not yet treated equally
I. Idea that women are treated equally 
A. People say we have reached equal treatment 
1. Right to vote on August 18, 1920 (United States Sixty-Sixth)

)Title IX grants girls equal opportunities in school, particularly in sports (United States Department)
3. Refuting  This is not enough
a. Not equal pay 
i. Census data from Sept. 2009 says women earn 77 cents for every dollar for men performing the same work (Pay Equity).
ii. Equal Pay Act of 1963 supposed to prohibit “sex-based wage discrimination between men and women in the same establishment who perform jobs that require substantially equal skill, effort and responsibility under similar working conditions” (United States U.S.).
i. Wasn’t always effective, and vague
iii. The bill that was going to “close loopholes” in the bill, and advance women’s pay equity, was the Paycheck Fairness 
i. Failed Nov. 17, 2010
1. “Senate Republicans. . .blocked the Paycheck Fairness Act from moving to the floor.” (DiStephan)
2. “a vote to put the bill on the floor for debate, fell two votes short of the required sixty votes. The vote was fifty-eight "yes," forty-one "no" and one, Lisa Murkowski, the Republican senator from Alaska, in her home state and not voting. All Republicans voted "no," along with Ben Nelson of Nebraska, the lone dissenting Democrat.”
b. Another trial Rush Limbaugh comments
i. Sandra Fluke, a Georgetown Law School student was prevented from speaking during Congressional hearing about Obama’s contraception policy
i. Wasn’t initially allowed, even though she was set as a Democratic witness.  She later could speak.
1. Only men testified at first, which is another interesting point, but 
ii. Rush Limbaugh called her a “slut” saying that by wanting the government to cover her birth control, it was like her wanting the government to pay her to have sex
iii. Visual aid of his quote?

Confirmation (advances own argument):  Society’s stereotyping ideas, cultural competence
I. Literature  
A. Literature reflects what is going on in society, so literature’s different stages involving women and their roles 
B. Stages (Abeyta)
1. Trinity – 
i. Woman is either
1. Whore/bitch
2. Goddess/temptress
3. Mother/caregiver
ii. Show an example of each

II. Cultural Competence
A. Can be compared to how society views women
B.  (
Stick figures on handout 
)Racist  Acceptance
C. Different Stages (Abeyta)
1. Cultural Destructiveness
a. People openly seek to destroy a culture
1.  Eugenics – survival of the fittest; only best should be allowed to reproduce
2. Cultural Incapacity
a. Unintentional cultural destructiveness
1. Paternalism – patriarchal society

)Colorblindness
a. People choose to ignore the difference
4. Cultural Pre-competence
a. Know they’re different, but don’t know anything about it.
5. Basic Cultural Competence
a. Learn about other cultures’ views and world ideas that are different from own
6. Cultural Competence
a. Doesn’t exist as whole…YET!
b. Advocate and defend other culture’s views different than own
D. Where do you think we stand in cultural competence involving females?
1. I think we are somewhere between three and four, here’s information to help you decide what you think
a. Jamie Utt  Still can’t open this website correctly.  I will add more about what he has written over break.
b. In China, sex-selective abortions still come in to play.  Families are encouraged to have one child

)“In 1979 they [the Chinese government, led by Mao] introduced a policy requiring couples from China's ethnic Han majority to have only one child (the law has largely exempted ethnic minorities). It has remained virtually the same ever since.” (Fitzpatrick) 
2. Many choose to have boys instead of girls. “According to a report by the International Planned Parenthood Federation. . .more than 70 percent [of aborted fetuses], were female, citing the abortion of up to 750,000 female fetuses in China in 1999.” (Baculinao)
3. Many follow this from the traditional “Book of Songs,” which dates from circa 1000-700 B.C. (Baculinao) and choose to have boys

)"When a son is born, 
Let him sleep on the bed, 
Clothe him with fine clothes, 
And give him jade to play...
When a daughter is born, 
Let her sleep on the ground, 
Wrap her in common wrappings, 
And give broken tiles to play..."
c. Until we reach cultural competence, women will be considered lesser than men 
d. Not as good at sports
1. Attendance at boys evens way more than girls – anyone in the stands can tell (I saw from cheer)

Peroration (uplifting conclusion):  Address boys, girls, everyone; we can do something
III. What’s the solution? 
A. Summary
1. Women have been treated as lesser since the invention of agriculture.
2. Fortunately, American women have made great strides, such as the right to vote and Title IX (United States Sixty-Sixth) (United States Department).
3. Still not enough
a. Unequal pay, negative literary representations, and sex-selective abortions only reinforce the ideas that men are greater than women
