Steps to conduct an Ethnography
· Determine who you want to study
· Is it feasible?

· Is it legal?

· Do you have access to locations?

· Are you an insider or outsider?

· How will your status as insider or outsider affect your research? 

· Will researching affect your status as an insider or outsider?
· What are your assumptions about the group?

· Use assumptions to create research questions

· Write proposal

· Observe “from a distance” – take fieldnotes

· Get permission of “subjects”

· Narrow your research – take fieldnotes on narrowed subject
· Choose people to interview – create/brainstorm questions, take field notes

· Gather data: fieldnotes from interviews and observations, artifacts, maps, etc.

· Draw conclusions, write up data
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
