Rhetorical Terms Journal Assignment
Goals: 

· Review, understand, and incorporate vocabulary

· Review writings from the past year

· Prepare for test (Official AP test, and Classroom Assessment)

Due Date: 

5 words due on the last day of each week.
Each word will take up one to two pages. You may use a spiral notebook, or staple together pieces of paper.  If you choose to take AP Lit next year, you will have the same assignment (and potentially some of the same vocabulary), so I would recommend creating the journal in a spiral notebook and holding onto it. This is a paper, scissors, and glue activity, not a computer-aided or “wordle” assignment.
The first page should be a list of the words. You may organize them in any way that makes sense to you. I’d group them in categories, so that words dealing with similar topics are near each other in your study- journal.
What must be on each spread:

1. Rhetorical device written in bold with definition. Include synonyms if you wish, 

2. An example in context – either you can write your own poem or prose, or you can find an example. 

3. Explain: How does the literary device ADD to or illuminate the meaning of the piece (think in terms of author’s purpose and how she/he appeals to the audience: ethos, pathos, logos, etc.)
4. Photo(s) cut out from magazines that help show (or remind you of) the function of the device-you may also use excerpts from the writing we’ve read this year or from magazines if pictures don’t seem appropriate.
