OBJECTIVES:
a. Represent the most important idea in each act.
b. Collaborate and make your writing better with 3 brains instead of one
c. Write an analysis of the quote which includes a main idea and strong textual support

1. For your entire group choose one quote from each act that you've read (I, II, III, and IV) 

2. Check your quote with the class so that we don't have any repetition

3. Type the quote, with the Act and page numbers, into the “Discussion” on turnitin.com.
a.  You should see a “discussion” tab once you’re in our class in turnitin.com. At the top of the discussion topic, there are directions, but the ones here are more thorough. 	
b. In the body of the “blog” entry: Sign the quote with all group members’ names

4. NEXT:  Write a paragraph:
a.  analyzing the meaning of EACH quote, 
b. what it says about the character who speaks it or other characters, 
c. how it affects your understanding of the play's message to the audience (in other words, why did Arthur Miller include this in the play).
d.  What is the tone/diction/syntax of this particular quote? 
e. If your quote includes symbolism: what is it and why would you consider it a symbol?
f. If your quote includes allusion: what is the allusion to, what does it mean, and what does it imply about the characters or event to whom it refers?
g.  Make sure you have main ideas and strong textual support.
h. Sign the reply with all group members’ names

5. Add the analysis to turnitin.com as the reply to your quote.

6. NEXT:  Complete the above steps for each act, making sure to label which Act and page numbers each quote comes from.
