Why we do article of the week annotations and reflections:
*If it’s obvious, it’s not analysis

· Read and process information better and faster

· Read different genres (gain familiarity with modes, audiences, current events)

· To get annotation practice

· Analysis

· Questioning

· Close reading

· To remember for discussion

· To make connections

· Question credibility of sources

· Determine bias

· Go beyond summary
· Analysis: look for, identify, and explain the possible purpose of rhetorical, stylistic, and structural choices made by the writer

· To practice close reading:

· Look beyond the surface

· Look beyond your own opinion

· Identify who the audience is assumed to be

· Identify what the writer’s purpose is/might be

· Make connections to world events, other texts, local events, history, literature, etc.
